The University of California recognizes four pathways for admission.  Under the Eligibility in the Local Context pathway, the top 4% of the students at each accredited California high school are guaranteed admission to the University of California system (www.ucop.edu/sas/elc/).  Under the Dual Admission pathway, students in the top 12.5 % of the graduating class who are not eligible to attend the university directly from high school may receive a guaranteed offer of admission from a specific UC campus on the condition that they complete a transfer program at a local community college (www.ucop.edu/pathways/dap).
Each California high school is asked to submit, in July, the transcripts of students identified as the top 12.5% of the junior class.  IUSD will use the "weighted academic GPA" to determine the top 12.5%.  The UC system in turn will identify ELC and DAP students.  The UC will notify schools and students of ELC and DAP status in late September of their senior year. 
 To identify ELC students, the UC will calculate the top 4% of the class based on GPA earned in 11 units of specified academic courses.  Interested students must submit a UC undergraduate application during the November filing period and will be notified in Spring of their senior year.  ELC students must complete all remaining eligibility requirements prior to enrollment. 

 The UC will identify DAP students on the basis of their GPA in UC approved course work in the 10th and 11th grade.  DAP students are not required to complete the SAT I, SAT II, or ACT.  Interested students must submit a UC undergraduate application during the November filing period and will be notified in Spring of their senior year.   
 I understand that only University of California personnel and their authorized agents will have access to this information. Student information, including names and addresses, will not be given to others for any purpose. This information will be utilized only by the University of California to determine my child’s eligibility status for the ELC program, to evaluate the ELC program, and to invite students to apply to the University of California.  I hereby authorize my student's school to release student record information, including transcripts, to the University of California.  I understand that signing and returning this authorization does not guarantee that my student's transcript will necessarily be submitted to the University of California for the purposes of ELC evaluation.
